Varsity Rowers:

We may participate in one race on Nov 4.  The cost is $150 for the Fall and needs to cover the coaches salaries.  As this is a new program we may need to revisit this amount as the program develops.

· Men row Tuesday afternoon, Thursday morning at 6:00 am and Friday afternoon.

Novice rowers:

For novice rowers we need:

· Need to pass swim test – test is given either Sunday Sept 23 or Saturday Sept 29 from 12:00 to 3:00 at the Takoma Pool.  See web site for directions -  www.wilsoncrew.org

· Learn to Row starts Monday October 1 through October 11 – this is free!

· Fall rowing starts Monday October 15 for 3 weeks – this is $75.

· Winter training starts in January.
